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MINUTES OF THE GENERAL MEETING OF THE OBEDIENCE CLUB OF DAYTONA, June 8, 2009

The General Meeting of the Obedience Club of Daytona was held on June 8, 2009, at Sica Hall. Presi-
dent Joan Costello called the meeting to order at 7:32 PM. She welcomed visitors and asked for wins
and brags.

Joan reported that the Board had discussed the new fun day. Everything is on track and the Board ap-
proved purchasing a new banner that can be used at the event and others.

The Board also discussed the request to purchase a new sound mixer and decided to table it until next
month.

The Board approved of sponsoring a snake proofing clinic if we can get the insurance to cover the event.
Coralee will act as secretary. The clinic will be held on Saturday, September 26, at the Salvation Army
field on LPGA. The cost will be $35 per dog, and $3 for parking. All participants must pre-register. Infor-
mation will be in the newsletter.

The Board decided to sell old and wrinkled matting after the obedience trial in July. The 50’ mats will be
$20, and the 35’ mats will be $15. Mats must be picked up after the trial at the Volusia County Fair-
grounds.

The secretary had no correspondence other than a sales flyer from J & J.

Hoke gave the Treasurer’s report for May. Expenses for May were $847. Income was $4570 mainly from
the new set of classes and donations from the Dancing Dogs Spring Show.

Joan reported that DOCOF practice will start after this set of classes ends. July 7 and 14, will be practice.
The team will be picked on July 21. Each team must have 4 workers, 1 set up person for Friday, 1 tear
down person for Sunday, and 2 stewards. DOCOF is held on the Sunday of Labor Day weekend at the
Central Florida Fairgrounds in Orlando.

Coralee, as chief ring steward, reported that steward training for our obedience trial will be done during
DOCOF practice.

Ralph reported that he has changed the instructor/assistant sign-up sheet for classes to include people
who can volunteer to fit collars.

Chris reported that she has a moving company to transport the equipment to the trial site for Friday morn-
ing and help roll mats and take the equipment back to the training site on Sunday. Andy and Ralph will be
at the fairgrounds to act as ring bosses and organize volunteers to set up on Friday morning.

There will be a food vendor for the trial. Anybody working at the trial will receive doggy dollars that they
can use at the vendor.

There was a reading for the Jan Masters who was voted into membership.
The meeting was adjourned at 8:35 PM.

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Here’s how it works: There are usually two or three rattlesnakes (and possibly other
venomous snakes) lying in strategic places along a path. Their mouths are taped
safely shut and they have all been defanged.

You walk past them nonchalantly with your dog on a loose leash. When the dog
smells them and shows interest, he gets zapped by the electric collar he’s wearing,
and associates the hit with the snake.

Dr. Calderwood’s timing is perfect. Next time you walk by, the dogs give the snake
wide berths—in just a few instances do the dog need another zap to make the point.

Even if you are opposed to using electronic collars in training or for things like
invisible fences. But to simulate a strike by a poisonous and deadly snake, an
instant of pain that will save a dog’s life is, to my way of thinking, infinitely worth it.
